Sanmon is one of the three biggest 
temple gates. Soaring up behind the 
gate is Bodaitei, the name for the 287 
stone steps leading to the main hall. 
I t  i s  s a i d  t h a t  y o u  c a n  r e a c h  
enlightenment when you arrive at 
the top of the steps.

This temple is deeply worshipped 
as the head temple of the Nichiren 
sect of Buddhism. Minobu Town 
was established as a temple town 
for Kuon-ji Temple, and has 39 
temple lodgings in total.

Initially established by the 28th 
Nichiren, the high priest of the 
Nichiren Buddhist sect, the front 
gate has the 36th Niccho priest’s 
motto, “All people become Buddha 
by faith in the Lotus Sutra.”
